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POST DISASTER HOME ELEVATION OPTIONS


OPTION 1:
INCREASED COST OF COMPLIANCE (ICC) helps to cover the costs associated with meeting certain building requirements in your community that are designed to reduce future flood damage to repaired or rebuilt homes and businesses (i.e. elevation and flood proofing).

WHO IS ELIGIBLE:
1. Homeowners whose homes are damaged by flood to the point that repairs will cost 50 percent or more of the building's pre-damage market value (known as substantially damaged); or
2. If your community has a repetitive loss provision in its floodplain management ordinance and determines that your home or business was damaged by a flood two times in the past 10 years, where the cost of repairing the flood damage, on the average, equaled or exceeded 25 percent of its market value at the time of each flood. This is called repetitive damage. Additionally, there must have been flood insurance claim payments for each of the two flood losses.

WHAT IS COVERED: Elevating your home to or above the flood elevation level adopted by your community.

ESTIMATED TIMEFRAME FOR APPLICATION AND CONSTRUCTION: 6 to 12 months

OPTION 2: 
FEMA POST DISASTER HAZARDOUS MITIGATION GRANT PROGRAM provides grants to states and local governments to implement long-term hazard mitigation measures, including elevation, after a major disaster declaration.

WHO IS ELIGIBLE?  The state acts as the applicant to FEMA, while the municipality acts as the sub-applicant. Homeowners can apply for elevation as a sub-recipient under the municipality provided the damaged home is their primary residence.

WHAT IS COVERED? Home elevation including permits and construction costs. Funding will not cover any repairs to pre-existing conditions or cosmetic damages or improvements.

ESTIMATED TIMEFRAME FOR APPLICATION AND CONSTRUCTION: 2-3 years

HOW TO PARTICIPATE: Contact a local government official to begin the application process.

OTHER PROVISIONS: FEMA covers 75 percent of the cost of elevation, while the sub-applicant is required to provide the remaining 25 percent. Although the sub-applicant is the municipality, sub-recipients of funding (i.e., homeowners) will be required to provide the required match. The required match could potentially come from your ICC claim.
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
