     In 2007, the Borough of Rumson celebrated its 100th year as an incorporated 
Borough; however, we were settled in 1665, marking its 350th year as a community in 
2015.  This year, 2014 marks the 350th Anniversary of the State of New Jersey, as well 
as the Monmouth County as we had noted at our April 27th Council meeting. 
 
     The State of New Jersey was founded in 1664 and played a pivotal role in the 
Revolutionary War seeing more significant military action than any other state in our 
new nation and was the site of Washington’s infamous Crossing of the Delaware River 
in early December of 1776.  As one of the first Thirteen Original Colonies, New Jersey 
holds an important place in the history of the United States.  Home of one of the oldest 
and most prestigious institutions of higher learning, Princeton University, New Jersey 
has produced many World leaders, scientists and intellectuals.  
 
     So tonight we congratulate New Jersey on its 350th Anniversary.

COMMENTS FROM THE COUNCIL:         
 
 The Mayor afforded the members of the Council an opportunity to be heard at this time and 
no one responded. 
 
COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC:         
 
 The Mayor afforded the public an opportunity to be heard at this time and the following 
resident responded: 
 
 John Lembeck of 4 Hartshorne Lane, and Chairman of the Rumson Recreation Commission, 
advised that at a recent Commission meeting he had made the statement that it would be great if a 
group could get together to clean up the water’s edge at the park in West Park.  Sharon Greener, a 
member of the Commission had stated that she thought that she could organize a group to do that,

and the next day a group of Girl Scouts accepted the task.  They worked on Saturday from 8:30 a.m. 
until 12:30 p.m. and removed many bags full of trash and debris that had accumulated under the Sea 
Bright Bridge and along the Shrewsbury River.

 Mayor Ekdahl invited the Girls Scouts that had participated and were able to attend the 
meeting to come forward and be recognized—Katie and Julia Amendola and Brooke Kearney.  The 
Mayor and members of the Council thanked and congratulated the Girl Scouts in attendance, as well 
as the others that were not able to attend, for the fine job they did.
