1. Roy & Catherine Carman, 9 Edgewood Road – Following last month’s meeting, a letter was 
received from the attorney requesting that this application for a minor subdivision be withdrawn 
without prejudice, and an application has been prepared to accomplish this.  Councilman Rubin 
moved to adopt the resolution, and Mr. Casazza seconded.

Other Business 
Ms. Heard reported that the Yacht Club pool house building has received a variance to build the structure, 
and as a result of the storm, they want to increase the finished floor by 2’.  No additional height variances 
would be needed.  They are requesting an administrative change for this height increase.  Mr. Steib 
explained that the applicant is asking the Board to allow the change administratively, so that they do not 
have to come back before them, since it is not a significant change and conforms to the zoning ordinance. 
Councilman Rubin moved to approve the change, and Mr. Casaszza seconded.

Chairman Lospinuso asked Mr. Steib if the resolution for the prior Carmen application was ever found, 
and Mr. Steib said to his knowledge it was not.   
 
Mrs. Williams also had questions regarding the Carmen subdivision, and Ms. Heard and Mr. Steib 
explained how this type of subdivision would be achieved. 
 
No executive session is required. 
 
The next meeting will be February 4, 2013.  There is one subdivision application pending.   Mr. Andre 
thinks they may need to have a meeting regarding the height ordinance.
