 New Business 

There was discussion of the definition of “Historically Significant.”  

Members of the Historic Property Catalog sub-committee will revisit the 
definition and report at the next meeting.  

There was a discussion of 7 Linden Lane, which is on the market for sale. 
A potential buyer has inquired about demolition of a tea house on the property. 
The tea house is a remnant of the Schiff Estate, which once encompassed that 
area. The proposal will need to be presented before the Zoning Board because it 
is a private lane. In total, there are three properties for sale on Linden Lane, 
and all are on our Historic Property list. We also learned that the Zoning Board 
had two historic homes on its agenda with demolition requests. They are at 9 
and 27 North Ward Avenue.  

Vice Chairman Clark reviewed the items discussed that are action items: 
There will be a sub-committee meeting on September 3, 2014, Mr. Millhiser 
plans to attend a County meeting, the Historic Property Catalog Sub-committee 
will try to present a projection on when the survey will be completed and it will 
also look at the definition of ‘Historically Significant’ again and report their 
conclusions at the next meeting.
